Course description

The Junior Certificate School Programme is a National Programme which adopts a new approach to teaching the traditional elements of the Junior Certificate. The focus is on common elements of the subjects which offers opportunities for reinforcement and consolidation of the various skills. In addition to the core subject areas, the personal and social development of the students is given attention. Recording student’s achievement

Each student’s progress during the Programme is recorded by teachers operating a student profile system. The student profile system involves the recording of progress by teachers in both the general subject areas and the student’s personal and social development. The final profile provides a list of statements which indicates the student’s overall achievement in these areas. 
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
